Lament
I always wonder why people are a part of a church. Ideally, of course, it’s because they have come to God through Christ and recognize the need and value of being a part of a community of believers, both for the sake of the Kingdom as well as their own walk of faith. The ideal isn’t always reality, and sometimes the ideal, while sought after, isn’t always an obvious motivation, even to us.
In preparation for this Sunday, I found myself wrestling with my kids around the thought of what people tuning into Sunday services are looking for. Are people wanting to escape life for a few moments and focus on hope and better times? Do people want to see that church is practical and aware of what’s going on, and look the current pandemic in the face? Do people just want to be lost in Scripture, do people want to know if the Bible speaks to these times…I don’t know. The church can’t be consumer driven, but nor can she be aloof to what’s going on today. There must be a melding of these extremes. 
Lament is not something we as a church or people are good at. We’re good at complaining, but that’s not lament. We’re better at expressing our faith, yet I know from experience for many people faith and ‘real life’ fight more than they harmonize. Biblical lament is about acknowledging what’s going on, including how we feel, our fears, concerns and worries, while also acknowledging who God is and will be throughout. When we say “give it to God”, we’re talking about lament. Lament is the way the church learns to have faith in and through fears, worries, and great troubles of life, and while it can’t answer the “why” questions of life, it can answer many “what’s”: What’s wrong, What do I believe, and What do we say to God? And this is valuable and needed. 
I pray that for whatever reason you’re joining us on Sunday, that you will be uplifted, encouraged, and comforted by not only the presence of the body, but of the body worshipping the God we believe in, love, and live for. I pray we model what it means to have faith through great adversity, and I pray that we all may take away something we can use every day. May God be praised, and may our faith grow even in these times. Grace to you.
