Heidi is finishing up her radiation treatments, 
and new data from recent scans shows that 
she does not need to start chemotherapy 
right away. Instead, she will begin a course 
on a pill that will last 8-10 weeks. After that 
time, doctors will evaluate the tumors, and 
they hope to see some shrinkage. If this 
treatment works, Heidi will not need 
chemotherapy. 
 
Heidi is currently in a lot of pain. Please pray 
for her to experience relief from her pain, 
and please pray that the course of treatment 
is as targeted and effective as Tom and 
Heidi have been praying it is.
